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1 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this document is to inform the pubbout the comprehensive study process
established under th@anadian Environmental Assessment Act (CEA Act) for the BlackRock
Mining Project in the Chibougamau area proposeBlagkRock Metals Inc.

The purpose of the federal environmental assessrpemtess is to ensure that the
environmental effects of projects are carefullyieexed before federal authorities make an
irrevocable decision about the projects. The emvitental assessment is an effective tool for
promoting sustainable development by taking envivental factors into consideration in the
planning and decision-making processes.

The proponent, BlackRock Metals Inc., has submitéegroject notice, and the federal
government must demonstrate how it intends to ccnthe comprehensive study of the
project.At this early planning stage, the Canadian Environmental Assessment Agency
(the Agency) provides the public with an opportunity to comment on the project, the
scoping of the environmental assessment and the conduct of the federal comprehensive
study. A notice about this consultation has been posted on the Canadian Environmental
Assessment Registry (CEAR) Web site (http://www.acee-ceaa.qc.ca/050/index-eng.cfm)
with the following reference number:11-03-62105

Section 5.2 below outlines the procedure for sutimgittcomments, observations or concerns
about the project or about the procedures of thertd comprehensive study. Omlymments
received by June 30, 2011, will betaken into consideration.

This document describes the federal environmessgssment process, the opportunities for
public participation, and the proposed scope offélderal environmental assessment. “Scope
of the environmental assessment” means the frankeama limits within which the federal
environmental assessment will be conducted, he.ptoject and environmental components
that will be described and examined by the fedmu#thorities for decision-making purposes.

11 Why doesthe Canadian Environmental Assessment Act apply to this
project?

On the basis of information received from the progd, the Agency has determined that an
environmental assessment is required for the BlackRMining Project since the following
federal departments may issue authorizations uhedraw List Regulations:

- Department of Fisheries and Oceans (DFO) undeiose8? and subsection 35(2) of
the Fisheries Act;

- Natural Resources Canada (NRCan) under paragrapa)/gf theExplosives Act; and
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- Canadian Transportation Agency (CTA) under subse®@B(2) of theCanada
Transportation Act.

This project is described in the comprehensive ystiigt under subsection 1#( of the
Comprehensive Sudy List Regulations, which states:

The proposed construction, decommissioning or abandonment of a metal mine, other than a
gold mine, with an ore production capacity of 3 000 t/d or more.

Therefore, as prescribed by section 11.01 of theé\ @t, the Agency commences the
comprehensive study of the BlackRock Mining Project

This project is a major resource project requirthg involvement of the Major Projects
Management Office (MPMO).

1.2 How does the comprehensive study processwork?

In accordance with section 11.01 of the CEA Act tkgency will perform the duties and
functions of the responsible authority in relatitmm the environmental assessment of the
BlackRock Mining Project. The Agency will work cklg with the federal authorities (DFO,
NRCan, CTA) to coordinate their participation ire tnvironmental assessment process and
facilitate communication and cooperation betweesnthand the other participants for the
purpose of preparing the comprehensive study rép&R).

To perform the analysis of the project, the Agehag established a federal environmental
assessment committee (the federal committee) mameofurepresentatives of DFO,
Environment Canada, CTA, NRCan, the Cree Region#hdtity (CRA) and the Major Project
Management Office. Other departments may be addeztessary.

The federal committee has established the scoffeanvironmental assessment to guide the
analysis of the proponent’s environmental impaateshent. The scope that will be considered
is set out in section 3 below. The proponent, BRamtk Metals Inc., will present its impact
study assessing the environmental effects of tlmegqr to the Agency for review and
comments. During this analysis, the Agency willeofthe public a second opportunity for
consultation. A Comprehensive Study Report detgilive conclusions of the Agency and the
federal committee on the environmental effecthefyroject will then be prepared. This report
will be submitted to the Minister of the Environnigthe Minister) and will also be made
available for public review and comments.

The Minister will review the CSR, the summary of ttonsultation of Aboriginal groups, the
assessment of the adequacy of the consultationpalpicc concerns. If the Minister is of the
opinion that additional information or specific iacis are needed to address the concerns of the
public or Aboriginal groups, he may require the Aggor proponent to ensure that additional
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information be gathered or that measures be takegsblve those issues.

Once all the necessary information has been prdyithee concerns of the public have been
addressed, and the Aboriginal consultation has lbeemed sufficient for a decision, the
Minister will issue an environmental assessmentistiat statement. The environmental
assessment decision statement sets out the Misistgnion as to whether the project is likely
to cause significant adverse environmental efféatsng into account the implementation of
the mitigation measures and follow-up program thatMinister considers appropriate.

Once the Minister has issued an environmental assad decision statement, the project is
referred back to the federal authorities for thespective decisions under section 37 of the
CEA Act. The federal authorities can then take appate regulatory actions, such as issuing
permits, licences or approvals, depending on theooue of the environmental assessment.

13 Environmental assessment process under the James Bay and Northern
Quebec Agreement

The project is subject to a provincial environmeéatad social impact assessment pursuant to
section 22 of thdames Bay and Northern Quebec Agreement (JBNQA). Since the project is
provincial in nature, the provincial administratdol/lowing the recommendations of the
Evaluating Committee (COMEV), has issued a guidefor the conduct of impact studies by
the proponent. The Provincial Review Committee (d§1has been mandated to assess the
project.
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2 PROJECT PROPOSED BY THE PROPONENT"

21 Project location

The project is located on the territory of the JamBay and Northern Quebec Agreement
(JBNQA).

The project is located 30 kilometres (straight-ldistance) southeast @hibougamau. It is
reached by driving south on Route 167 and foresd 210 (also known as “Chemin de la mine
Lemoine” or “Chemin GagnoRreres) for 26 kilometresBlackRock Metals Inc. has built a
temporary access road that runs approximatelyodrigtrenortheast from this road to the first
proposed mine site. The project would be locatetthéntownship of Lemoine and would also
fall within the Municipality of James Bay

The processing plant would be located within th@ing concessions held BlackRock
Metals Inc. An approximately 20-kilometre road wabdde built to link the plant with the
Canadian National (CN) railroad, which lies abo@® Rilometres from Route 167.

2.2 Background

The goal of the proponent is to produce an ironcoreentrate for shipment by rail to Québec
City, and from the Port of Québec to one or moeelsmills in China. The proponent’s
rationale for the project:is

* The marked interest in base metals on the Chines&athand the long-term supply
needs of that market

e The size of the lac Doré deposits, which, beingss\kilometres long, would ensure
a long-term supply to certain Chinese steel ntitlgs amortizing the cost of developing
the project while enabling Chinese clients to adaptmetallurgical processes of their
furnaces to this type of ore

* The favourable logistics of the project, namely lgsation in a mining area with
suitable service infrastructure and its proximaythe public CN railway and the Port

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of Québec, from which ships of more than 1@ tonnes would transport the ore
overseas

2.3 Description of the project

This project involves the mining of an iron, titam and vanadium deposit located near
Chibougamau, in the lac Doré area. The miningamad be about 2.5 kilometre long and 100
to 400 metres wide. The maximum elevation of th@psed mining area is abdl@0 m, and
the mineralized area would be mined to a dep®00f metres. The area to be mined is known
as the southwest deposit. The proponent has irdi¢hat it is covered only by a thin layer of
overburden and that most of the area has beeredl@atrees by logging companies

Concentrate would be produced from ore processesitentrucked to the existing rail line at
Chibougamau and sent by rail to the Port of Québke.project also includes a 25-kilometre
access road and a power line to meet the projecesgy needs. BlackRock Metals Inc. is
examining three options for transporting the ore:

» Trucking, with intensive use of the access road

* The construction and use of a conveyor to moveothdrom the plant to the existing
CN railway

* The construction of a rail line from the plant be texisting CN railway

The concentrate would then be sent to the Beatganinal of the Port of Québec and loaded
on 100 000-130 000-tonne cargo ships bound for. A$ia processing plant would be built at
the edge of the mineralized zone. The area prodoseide plant by the proponent would be no
larger than 200 metres by 150 metres. Two potestiak have been initially identified in
outcrop areas far from major watercourses and mithie mining concessions held by
BlackRock Metals Inc. The proponent plans to uggegate materials for road construction,
including those that will enable the establishnmenwaste dumps

The material would be drilled, dynamited, loadethwower shovels into trucks, and trucked

a few kilometres to the plant, where it would bearsely and finely crushed and then

magnetically separated in multiple steps using tedetagnets to produce a magnetite
concentrate. The concentrate will then be trucketie: rail line, though the ultimate objective

is to eventually install a conveyor system for ggaort to the CN rail line. The distance from the
plant to the rail line would be about 25 kilometos®r a road that the proponent plans to build
either parallel to or along the line of the exigtiiorest service road. A concentrate handling
area would also be developed near the railway.prbponent plans to use only mechanical
processing methods, rather than chemical processes.

Upon leaving the plant, the concentrate would beddfor transportation. In the winter, a
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humidity level of less than 3% is required for taénsport to prevent ore from freezing in the
cars and becoming impossible to unload

The plant is expected to process about 20,000 sooheaw ore per day for the first year, with
the rate increasing to up to 50,000 tonnes pepdaya period of two to three years. The mine
would be operational 320 days per year. This wdrdahslate into 2 000 000 tonnes of
concentrate for transportation initially and coirldrease to a maximum of 5 000 000 tonnes.

24 Project schedule

The proponent plans to submit its impact statennerihe fall of 2011.The proponent is
expecting tdoegin building in the summer of 2012, with concatgrmproduction beginning by
late 2012

3 PROPOSED SCOPE OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT

The federal committee will ensure that the envirental assessment is conducted in
accordance with the scope of the project, as gehdhe following section. In its review, the
federal committee will consider the factors indezhin section 3.2 within the limits described
in section 3.3 and the following sections.

31 Proj ect scope

The scope of the project includes the activitied &orks that will be considered in the federal
environmental assessment. For the purposes opfilieation of the CEA Act, the scope of the
project encompasses all of the project componersidgted by the proponent, including:

* Mining pits

» Extraction of iron, titanium and vanadium ore (ofp#nmines)
* Ore crushers

» Waste rock dumps

* Ore processing plant

» Tailings sites

* Polishing ponds

* Water intakes

» Access roads and secondary roads

» Transportation of concentrate

* Manufacture and storage of explosives

* Power line

» Alternative means of transportation to the CN raijjwconveyor system or rail line
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construction
* Transfer point
* Borrow pits
* Administrative buildings and staff accommodation®quired

All other works, permanent or temporary structuogsactivities directly related to the project
are also included in the project scope (e.g., teargaccess roads, tree clearing, cofferdams,
earthworks and revegetation).

Subsection 2(1) of the CEA Act defines an environtakeffect as any change that the project
may cause in the environment, including any cha@ngey cause to a listed wildlife species, its
critical habitat or the residences of individuafstitat species, as those terms are defined in
subsection 2(1) of th§pecies at Risk Act (SARA); any effect of any such change on health and
socio-economic conditions, physical and culturatithge, the current use of lands and
resources for traditional purposes by Aboriginatspas, or any structure, site or thing that is
of historical, archaeological, paleontological artatectural significance, or any change to the
project that may be caused by the environment.

3.8 Public and Aboriginal consultation by the proponent
