 The Agency is currently following guidelines that have been issued by the 

Public Health Agency of Canada and local health authorities; 

 The Agency is conducting meetings through digital communications including: 

teleconference calls and virtual meetings as appropriate and to the preference of 

Indigenous communities to discuss projects; 

 On a case-by-case basis, the Agency may consider requests for in-person meetings, 

in accordance with public health circumstances and Agency policies; 

 The Agency remains flexible and able to adapt our conduct as necessary to 

prioritize the health and safety of communities participating in Impact 

Assessments; and 

 The Agency continues to be in touch with proponents to understand how 

Projects are affected by COVID-19. 

The Agency will provide updates to Indigenous communities about the status of 

Projects at regular intervals.  
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
