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If an impact assessment is not required, the Agency would follow up with your 
community to share how comments received from your community were factored 
     
 
Please note that the Proponent may notify the Minister of Environment and 
Climate Change and the Agency that it wishes to suspend the legislated time 
limit for the planning phase, to provide itself more time to prepare the Detailed 
Project Description and response to the Summary of Issues. If such a request is 
received and accepted, the Agency would post a notice on the Canadian Impact 
Assessment Registry Internet Site for the Project and would notify your 
community about any updates to the anticipated timelines.
