Dear Chief Donald Morris: 

Subject: Notice of Comment Period on the Draft Tailored Impact Statement 
Guidelines and Draft Indigenous Engagement and Partnership 
Plan for the Northern Road Link Project Input Requested by  
July 21, 2023 

Thank you for your participation in the planning phase of the federal impact 
assessment process for the Northern Road Link Project (the Project) proposed 
by Marten Falls First Nation and Webequie First Nation (the Proponent). 

I am writing from the Impact Assessment Agency of Canada (the Agency) to do 
as follows: 

 inform you that the Agency is conducting a 30-day comment period from 
June 21, 2023, to July 21, 2023;  

 invite input from your community on the draft Tailored Impact Statement 
Guidelines (Enclosure 1) for the Project; 

 invite input from your community on the draft Indigenous Engagement 
and Partnership Plan (Enclosure 2); 

 remind your community about the available grant funding of $5,000 to 
support your community’s review of the draft documents (information on 
eligible activities and expenses are provided in Enclosure 4);  

 follow-up with your community on the Agency’s invitation to meet during 
the current comment period; and 

 seek your validation of the Agency’s preliminary understanding of the 
potential impacts of the Project on your community (Enclosure 3). 
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Development of Impact Assessment Planning Documents 
The Agency has developed the draft versions of the Tailored Impact Statement 
Guidelines (Guidelines) and Indigenous Engagement and Partnership Plan.  
The draft planning documents were informed by the Proponent’s Detailed Project 
Description1 and Response to the Summary of Issues2, as well as comments 
received by the Agency from Indigenous communities, federal authorities, 
provincial ministries and the public during the first comment period on the 
Project, held from February 21, 2023, to March 23, 2023.  

Drafts of the Guidelines (Enclosure 1) and the Indigenous Engagement and 
Partnership Plan (Enclosure 2) are enclosed with this letter for your review and 
consideration, and they are posted on the Canadian Impact Assessment Registry 
Internet site3 (the Registry), along with comments received to date.  

Comment Period and Request for Input  
The Agency is conducting a 30-day comment period on the draft Guidelines 
and the draft Indigenous Engagement and Partnership Plan from June 21, 2023, 
to July 21, 2023. Your community is invited to provide input by July 21, 2023. 
Timely submission of comments would inform finalization of the: 

 Tailored Impact Statement Guidelines, which provide direction to the 
Proponent on the factors to be considered, the methodologies to be 
followed, and information requirements in order to guide preparation of the 
Impact Statement; and

 Indigenous Engagement and Partnership Plan, which outlines 
opportunities and methods for meaningful engagement and consultation 
with potentially affected Indigenous communities throughout the impact 
assessment process for the Project.

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The Agency requests that comments be submitted online using the Submit a 
Comment feature available on the Registry4. Attachments can be uploaded 
using this feature. If you have any questions or difficulties submitting this way, 
please contact the Agency for assistance. 

Finalized versions of the planning documents along with the Notice of 
Commencement for the impact assessment of the Project will be posted on the 
Registry5 no later than day 180 of the planning phase (August 20, 2023). 

Authority to Refer to Review Panel 
Please note that pursuant to subsection 36(1) of the Impact Assessment Act, the 
Minister of Environment and Climate Change has 45 days after the Notice of 
Commencement is posted to make a final determination on whether to refer the 
assessment of the Project to a review panel. If you have views on this aspect, 
you are welcome to provide them during the current comment period. 

Funding 
To support Kitchenuhmaykoosib Inninuwug First Nation’s review and comment 
on the draft Tailored Impact Assessment Guidelines and the draft Indigenous 
Engagement and Partnership Plan, the Agency has offered a grant of $5,000. If 
your community has not already done so and would like to accept the grant of 
$5,000, please contact the Agency. An overview of eligible activities and 
expenses is also enclosed (Enclosure 4). 

Invitation to Meet with the Agency 
On June 12, 2023, the Agency invited your community to upcoming open house 
events taking place in Timmins, Thunder Bay and Geraldton in July 2023, or 
offered to schedule a virtual meeting with your community. The purpose is to 
provide an opportunity for a deeper discussion about the draft Guidelines and 
draft Indigenous Engagement and Partnership Plan, in relation to potential 
impacts on your community.  

The Agency looks forward to answering any questions you may have about the 
above-noted planning documents.

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The Agency’s Preliminary Understanding of the Potential Impacts of the 
Project on Kitchenuhmaykoosib Inninuwug First Nation 
The Agency has prepared a summary of the information received thus far during 
the planning phase, on the Project’s potential to impact  
Kitchenuhmaykoosib Inninuwug First Nation (Enclosure 3). The summary also 
was included in the Agency’s letter to your community dated May 23, 2023. The 
information contained in Enclosure 3 will help to inform the Agency’s consultation 
efforts and understanding of the potential impacts of the Project to your 
community, including the impacts on your community’s exercise of rights. 
Enclosure 3 will continue to be updated throughout the impact assessment 
process of the Project as information is shared with the Agency. 

The Agency invites your community to review and validate the information 
contained in Enclosure 3 and to share further information regarding any potential 
impacts of the Project to your community with the Agency by July 21, 2023.  
The Agency’s Preliminary Understanding of the Potential Impacts of the Project 
will inform finalization of the Indigenous Engagement and Partnership Plan.  

IMPORTANT NOTE:  Information submitted to the Agency to inform this project 
assessment may be posted online to the Canadian Impact Assessment Registry 
(Reference # 84331) subject to certain exceptions related to privacy, security  
or confidentiality. The Agency’s Submission Policy6 describes what submitted 
information can be shared publicly, and what should remain private. For more 
information on how we protect your privacy, please refer to the Privacy Notice7. 

Indigenous Knowledge shared in confidence is protected from disclosure under 
section 119 of the Impact Assessment Act, except if written consent is provided, or 
if the information is publicly available. In addition, Indigenous Knowledge shared in 
confidence could be shared with certain parties if disclosure is necessary for 
procedural fairness and natural justice or for use in legal proceedings.  
This ensures that interested persons have a fair opportunity to participate in 
processes that would likely affect their interests, and that they have access to all 
necessary information and evidence relied on by the decision-maker.
